2011 Caney Creek Race Report
Hello TRIC Warriors!

TRIC attended the Caney Creek Enduro On September 25, 2011. This event is held in the Sam Houston National Forest near the town of New Waverly Texas.

Troy, Pam and Taz Zinszer arrived at my house at 7AM on Saturday, and helped load up. Jeffrey call, and told us he over slept, but was on his way. While we waited, we made a spark arrestor for Taz’s bike; wire tied his grips, and put brake pads on Pat’s bike.

We left my house at 8AM, and headed south. We stopped for breakfast, filled the gas cans, and pick up some ice.
We tried to start the generator on the way down, but it would not start. We arrived at the race site, and worked on the generator a little more, but no luck. We spent the weekend with no electricity. We used Mark’s microwave to heat our food. Thanks Mark!

Troy, Pam and I would be the pit crew for this event. We got our team off the starting line, loaded up the truck, and headed for the first gas stop. We had riders on row 6, 10, 12, 14, 27, 37, and 41, so it was important for us to be at the gas stop early.
We filled drinking systems, repaired bikes, doctored wounds, and cheered our racers on. Pit crews duties are sometimes fast and furious. I had a great time helping the racers.

Jeffrey, Pat and Mark were on row 12, with Art in hot pursuit on row 14. Jeffery was riding my bike, and had a tough time keeping it on the trail. I outweigh him by 50 pounds, so the suspension was stiff. Pat passed Jeffrey during one of his off-trail excursions. Jeffrey tried to catch Pat, but conked his head on a low limb, and had to slow a little.

Travis and Taz were on row 37. Taz stayed within a one or two minutes of Travis all day, except for the tree stump that sent Taz over the bars. He landed on his back and exploded his drink system bladder. After he realized he was not hurt, he resumed the chase. They both came into second gas within a few minutes of each other. Travis was getting a blister on his hand. We taped him up and sent him back out.
We also helped Wes McKnight. He is the President of the circuit, and let us use his truck to get to the pit locations. I wired tied a loose grip for him at the first gas, and made sure he had plenty to drink.
